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Podsumowanie 

 

 

The government is in the process of considering putting in place a ban on smoking  

in public premises such as cafes, restaurants, pubs and offices. Our debate 

examined the prohibition of smoking in public places from various angles. A group  

of twenty debaters was divided evenly to support the opposing and defend the "yes" 

position. The purpose of the debate was to challenge both the debaters and  

the audience to think openly about two opposing views as well as their own. Those 

who were for the ban warned that the link between passive smoking and lung cancer 

was becoming stronger and such a ban would help many smokers to quit. However, 

those against it said that both smokers and non-smokers should have the right  

to choose. They also argued that the prohibition would ñsqueezeò the turnover of bars 

and restaurants by about 30 per cent, and many of the smaller establishments would 

face collapse, which, in turn, might have a devastating impact on Polish economy. 

One member of the audience strongly supported the idea of introducing  

the no-smoking premises regulation.  Eventually, the defenders and the opponents 

agreed that the state could not make the decision to give up smoking for its citizens, 

so the students who were initially in favour of the ban seemed to be slightly 

convinced with the adversariesô arguments.
